The Powers of Destruction

The first nuclear waste of the atomic age is buried near the St. Louis airport with a smoldering underground fire inching toward it.  March 2014 Green Time programs zero in on how radioactivity, coal burning, international trade deals and even eating meat can be profoundly destructive for our future.

In the first March show, Dr. Bob Criss, of Washington University’s Department of Earth and Planetary Science, and Ed Smith, Safe Energy Director of the Missouri Coalition for the Environment, ask why the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is holding back information on radioactive waste in the West Lake Landfill.  Why have they not properly investigated it?  Why have no criminal charges been filed against those responsible?  
Location in a flood plain and earthquake zone could strongly affect radioactive releases.  Radiation can increase the likelihood of leukemia 38-fold and decrease the proportion of male babies born.  The waste in West Lake Landfill will actually increase its radioactivity for at least 9,000 years.  
During the second March Green Time, Bonnie Boime, of the St. Louis Animal Rights Team, describes the horrific conditions in Confined Animal Feeding Operations.  Government regulations do not ensure that farm animals are treated humanely.  Is it healthy for people to avoid animal products?  Is it more expensive to eat a vegan diet?  What does eating meat have to do with climate change?  
The third and fourth shows explore the proposed Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP) which is currently being negotiated in secret.  It could allow foreign lawsuits to overturn domestic courts, expand extractive industries, hasten climate change, reduce access to medicines and increase US job loss. 
During the third show, Marilyn Lorenz, of Interfaith Committee on Latin America (IFCLA), and Karen Wilson, of Joining Hands Network (JHN), describe how the TPP could push poor people off their land and cause enormous environmental damage.  The fourth show includes Jillian Severinski (IFCLA) and Mark Strothmann (JHN) explaining how previous international trade deals have proven disastrous for El Salvador and Peru, two countries harmed by extractive industries.  

The final March episode features Sara Edgar, of Beyond Coal (Sierra Club), and Henry Robertson, of Great Rivers Environmental Law Center, discussing health effects of burning coal, how it affects our drinking water, and how thermal pollution of waterways affects wildlife.  
March shows include portions of the movies “Big Picture: Atomic Battlefield,” “Glass Walls,” “What Is the Trans-Pacific Partnership?” “Peril in the Pacific,” and clips from the January 25, 2013 demonstration to “Stop Peabody.”  

Green Time appears at noon on Saturdays in St. Louis on Channel 24-1 and at 8 pm on Mondays in St. Louis on Channel 24-2, Springfield on Channel 39, Joplin on Channel 36 and Marshfield on Channel 17.  March Green Time programs air on these dates:
